Question: What is HAZMAT?

Answer: HAZMAT is a tool which allows you to monitor Hazardous Materials in the workplace,
worksite, or facility. HAZMAT provides a library of Hazardous Materials so you can properly
identify, assess, report, classify, Control, properly store and properly ship HAZMAT.

The HAZMAT Library allows you to make informed decisions BOUT THE hazmat affecting your
environments and if necessary, take precautions or NOT depending on your own analysis of
data. This assures you can VIEW and ACT independently of any government entity to PROTECT
yourself, others, and your business. HAZMAT gives you the capability to analyze and view
HAZMAT containment before it becomes a problem and adjust your business by putting in pre-
storage, spill/leakage, and or shipping controls to run your organization’s workplaces safely.
HAZMAT is a decision support analysis tool which allows you to control, report on, and alert
your staff, customers, students, employees, leadership, faculty, teams of a developing (cooking)
brewing or imminent hazardous materials situation.

Storage and Shipping? HAZMAT can inform you of who, how, where, and what storage and
safety controls you might need or be aware when safely handling/housing hazardous materials.
